There are three basic kinds of group riding:
1) Gang Riding

fiGang Ridingois just that, riding down the road in one big gang of bikes, everyone doing their own thing and riding their own style with no thought to their

relation with anyone else. These gang rides are sometimes the result of promotions by dealers or others involved in some kind of public motorcycle events.

2) Leisure Group Riding

to five or less per group. If a Chapter is traveling together and a large number of bikes are involved, break up into several groups and have each travel

independent of the others. The idea is to arrive at your destination safely, not to have a parade or congest the highway with motorcycles. The Ride Coordinator

should have rest stops planned and insure that all participants are aware of the route, the final destination and the anticipated time of arrival. In this manner,

each group is able to travel independent of the others, but still meet at the rest stops and arrive at the destination at the approximately the same time. Each

group may travel atthe speedt hei r gr oupds me newdth and nathave te vsomfabouttarmything but their enjoyment. The Ride Coordinator

must consider the various individual s preferred ri di ng Teetmpre wesareabiedo ridepmMire d pr
other riders, who share our riding habits, the more we will enjoy the ride.

3) Team Riding

Team Riding is an example of riders within a group per f or ughtmfiicaaifthepwefeahai t 06 o
single entity. This is done on freeways, interstates and otherhigh-densi ty traffic situations where itds importan
as a coordinated fAunitdé directed by the Team L &havéorhandetlkir Wihgs, aRwelbasridgswhe . |t r
have an understanding of the rules and are disciplined enough to adhere to them. Team traveling can be the most enjoyable form of riding with others, and it is
certainly the swifteoutt fidr msofnodr d wp reiveirygd e . Less skilled riders, or ride
riding, can pose a hazard to themselves and to the other members of the group. They should participate in the more leisurely and informal style, or separate

themselves from the group by a safe distance and travel alone. Again, the idea is for each member to travel in a manner that is the most comfortable for him or

her and to arrive at the destination in one piece. Each rider must assume the responsibility to work with his/her team for the safety and protection of the team

while on the road, and especially, while in traffic. Maintains a steady speed and spacing of a MINIMUM, but safe distance of two seconds from the bike directly

in front of him. Everyone must stay alert and aware, because the lives of his/her other team members are in his/her hands. Guidelines that can be used (most

of them, of course, also apply to the more informal leisure group riding).



Guidelines for Team Riding

For the skilled riders who wish to participate in coordinated team travel, here are twelve suggestions:

1. Anyone not wishing to ride as part of the team should separate himself or herself at a safe distance.

2. Each team should typically consist of not more than five (5) motorcycles. More than 5 bikes typically requires the formation of an additional, independent group.

3. Each team should have a Team Leader and a Rear or Tail Bike. They should work together to maneuver the team. Both should have a CB radio for
communication to better control and coordinate the team.

4. Eachteam travels in a staggered formation within a given automobile lane with the Team Leader taking the position next to the centerline (left track). The next
team rider positions himself one second behind the Leader and in the opposite portion of the same lane (right track). This formation is followed to the last
member in the team. On curves, each rider should pick his/her own line, then regroup into a staggered formation after the curve.

5. When entering traffic, the Rear Bike may move slowly into the traffic first, giving the Leader and the other team members an opportunity to pull out ahead of him.
This, when done with caution, will keep the team together. Each team member should be prepared to move out quickly and assume his/her riding position within
the team as they pull out onto the street. No attempt should be made to pull out into the street and stop to block the traffic so others can pull out, this is unwise,
unsafe, and illegal.

6. Forteam riding purposes, car lanes on a one-way or multi-lane highway are numbered form left to right. The Team Leader and the Rear or Tail Bike notify the
team of their lane changes by referring to the lane number when lane changes are desired.

7. When passing a vehicle on a two-lane or two-way road, each team member should pass in order and in turn. The Team Leader should accelerate far enough
ahead of the passed vehicle to allow room for the rest of the team to pass and the Rear or Tail Bike should informthe TeamLeader when heds ar oul
in formation.

8. Lane changes by the team on highways with two or more lanes going in the same direction should be made from the Lead Bike first. The Rear or Tail Bike is the
first one in the group to make the lane change. The Team Leader will inform the Rear Bike of the need to move into another lane and the number of the lane to
move into. At the first opportunity, the Rear Bike moves into the new lane, preventing any traffic from trying to pass the team in that lane. The Rear Bike informs
the Team when t herl drseadeactet@abBlimentér @il dnange lanes at the direction of the Team Leader.

9. Team members will point out any road condition that could affect following riders (road kill, potholes, etc.)

10. When stopping at a traffic light or stop sign, all team members should pull up, two abreast, while waiting, behind the bike they were directly behind when they
were moving.

11. When starting up from a stop, the Team Leader always moves out first. The number two bike, moves only after the Team Leader 0:¢
team members start in turn and in the same manner, leaving the Rear Bike to be the last one to move. The Team Leader should accelerate slowly enough for all
team members to get rolling and regroup without having to dial up excessive speed. No one should accelerate even with, or past, any team member without
permission of the Team Leader.

12. When entering a parking lot, the team should form a single file, behind the Team Leader. The Team Leader shoul d fil oop o around the parki
seeking a place large enough for the team to back into the parking places side by side. All team members should remain in a single file until the Team Leader
finds a suitable space for all or it is determined that appropriate space is not available. Only then should each team member seek his/her own spot. Whenever
possible try to put two bikes in each parking spot to avoid occupying unnecessary amounts of parking space.

These twelve guidelines can help you lay a good foundation for safe group riding. The guidelines do not represent a complete list of what you can do, but they
are a starting point for the many new members coming into our Association who may have never before ridden in a group. We do not intend to force upon our
members a certain riding style, but as an Association dedicated to rider education and motorcycling safety, we have a responsibility to provide some basic
concepts and guidelines in order to make traveling together as risk free as is possible.



Rider Bike Safety Check

Prior to all group rides, the following should be checked and evaluated to insure safe riding for all.

TIRES T Pressure, defects, and tread depths. If you have unsafe equipment, you will be asked to ride at the rear of the group so as not to endanger other
riders.

BRAKES 1 Adjustment and fluid level of the front reservoirs.

LIGHTS i Brake lights, turn signals and running lights should all be in working order.
HORN i Should be audible.

FIRST AID KITS 1 Riders are encouraged to carry a first aid kit.

The T-CLOCK acronym is useful to remember the key elements to check:

T = Tires & Wheels

C = Controls & Cables
L = Lights & Electrics

O = Oil & Fluids
C = Chassis & Suspension
K = Kickstand

Try to check these items before you leave home so that only a quick double check is required when you arrive at the ride start point

Recommended Riding Apparel

1. Safety approved helmet.

2. Proper eye protection (State Law)

3. Boots, jeans or leathers, riding suit, rain gear, and gloves.
4.Shorts & tennis shoes arendt considered proper motorcycle riding gear.

Group Riding Protocol

Be On Time! Safety check is 20 minutes prior to departure. Be on your bike and ready to roll at least 2 minutes before departure.
Have a full gas tank when you arrive.

Dress at departure according to conditions you anticipate on the first leg of the ride.

Ride in a staggered formation.

Keep constant spacing 1 keep a 2-second space between you and the bike directly in front of you.

Notify Team Leader if you need to stop for any reason. No one needs to be uncomfortable, but try to plan ahead so as not to inconvenience the whole
group. The Team Leader, Ride Captain or Ride Leader must be notified if you are leaving the trip at any point other than scheduled end of ride.

Be aware of any change in how any member of the group is riding. Notify the Ride Captain, Ride Leader or Team Leader of any problems.

Guidelines for Ride Captains, Team Leaders or Ride Leaders

A CB Radio is mandatory. The Chapter J default CB channel is channel is 26 and if that is busy we fbump upoto 28. If you are told to fbump upothey mean
for you to go to the alternate or you may simply be told to go to the alternate channel

Leave on time.

Ride Captain will be in constant communication with the Tail or Trail Rider.

Communicate all hazards, stops, rapid slowdowns, turns, etc., to the rest of the group.

Position new riders and those without CB6s as near the front of the group
Maintain a safe constant speed, taking into consideration road and weather conditions.

Plan gas stops for the motorcycle with the shortest range.

Be prepared to split-up into smaller groups as conditions warrant. It is recommended that group spacing be staged at approximately 5 minute intervals.

Respect any request for a pit stop.

Know the trip agenda.



Guidelines for Tail or Trail Riders

1. A CB Radio is mandatory. The Chapter J default CB channel is channel is 26 and if that is busy we fbump upoto 28. If you are told to fbump upothey mean
for you to go to the alternate or you may simply be told to go to the alternate channel

2. Report to Lead Rider, Team Leader or Ride Captain if:
a. Group becomes split-up.
b. Anyone stops during the ride.
c. Reckless traffic approaches from the rear.
d. Faster moving traffic wants to pass.
e. Traffic is backing-up behind you.
f. Group needs to slow down (too far apart).
g. There is any change in riding habits of any rider.

3. Report to any rider lost equipment, loose straps, kickstand down, trunk not locked, failure to keep his or her interval, etc.

Favorite Rides 2010

For 2010 all Chapter Rides will be selected at the Chapter Meeting each month for either the current and/or next month. They can be selected from
this list or someone in the Chapter can volunteer to lead a new ride they suggest. No dates are shown for any ride other than those already taken
this year.

March 20T Chapter Birthday Ride

This ride is to Cheyenne Wyoming Chapter B Birthday Party. This is a very easy warm-up ride and is typically the first ride of the year and can typically be
done unless the weather is very poor. Chapter B puts on a good breakfast. This is a very easy ride that anyone can handle, but typically requires cold weather
gear. The trip is about 220 miles by freeway and the time for the trip is 5.5-6 hours and 240 miles.

The route can be run two ways. One is up and back by 1-25, 117 miles each way, 234 miles total, but the route is all interstate but boring and fast. The second
is using 1-25 to go up to Cheyenne, 117 miles and US 85 home for a total of 231 miles with a open far country scenery on the way home but much slower
coming home due to small towns. This trip will take about 8 hours.

April 111 Gooseberry Patch

The Gooseberry Patch is a great restaurant in Penrose Colorado. They have a great Sunday brunch. This ride is a short warm-up ride south to the Gooseberry
Patch Restaurant in Penrose, Colorado for brunch and then home. The scenery along Colorado 83 and Colorado 115 is quite pretty and the roads are
excellent. The route runs south on I-25 to Colorado Springs and then south on Colorado 115 to Penrose. The route home is typically back on 115 to Colorado
Springs and the route home can be done a number of ways including I-25 or home on Colorado 83. The ride is extremely easy on very good roads with the
round trip distance being 202 miles.



Last Chance Loop Ride

This ride is a loop through the eastern plains through Last Chance with a stop in Ft Morgan for lunch and then returning to Denver on easy two lane roads with
a short section of interstate. This warm-up ride that is very easy anyone can handle, but typically requires cold weather gear. The route runs out to Byers either
by 1-70 or the old highway and then east from Byers on US 36 to Last Chance and then north to Brush and west to Ft Morgan for lunch. We would then return
to Aurora by way of I-76 and then by county roads to Bennett and then by either I-70 or the old highway. The total ride is 215 miles with open plains scenery
throughout the trip. Estimated time for the trip is 5-6 hours.

Garden of the Gods 7 Perry Park Loop

This ride is a loop through the eastern plains and then to the Garden of the Gods and home using portions of the Rampart Loop through the lower foothills of
the front range. This ride is quite short. There would probably be a lunch stop in Colorado Springs before returning home. This is a very easy ride that can be
done by anyone. The route follows Hwy 83 south to Colorado Springs, 1-25 to Garden of the Gods exit and then home by way of SR 105, SR67 and US 85.
The scenery includes plains and wooded foothills. Estimated trip distance is 138 miles and it is expected the trip would take 5-6 hours including the stops at
Garden of the Gods and then lunch.

Deckerds Loop

This ride is a relatively easy mountain ride on good roads with lots of curves. It is a loop through the Colorado Mountains with lots of beautiful scenery. The
route has beautiful mountain scenery throughout. This is a mountain ride anyone can handle. The route goes to and from Aurora on [-225, I-25, US 285, CO
67, US/SR 24,1-25, CO 105, US 85 and then home by I-25 and 1-225. The mountain roads are very good two lane roads. The distance for the ride is 181 miles
and the ride would take 5.5-6.5 hours.

Georgetown Loop Train Ride

This ride is our first mountain ride of the year. It would be a trip up to Silver Plume to ride the Georgetown Look steam railroad and back to Idaho Springs for
lunch and then home. This is a short 132 miles ride though mountain scenery on |-70. This warm-up ride that is very easy anyone can handle, but may or may
not be possible in late may depending on the weather and whether the Loop railroad is open for tourist season yet. The route goes to and from Aurora on 1-225,
I-25, US 6 and I-70. The total ride is 132 miles with mountain scenery throughout the trip. The trip can be extended with a number of different return routes.
The estimated time to complete the trip is 4.5-5 hours including the train ride and lunch.

Another version includes the Georgetown Loop, a trip up to Silverthorne to shop, have lunch and then a return home by 1-70 or home on the I-70 access road
(old highway) and Loveland Pass. This is a fairly short ride though mountain scenery on I-70. This warm-up ride that is very easy anyone can handle, but may
or may not be possible in late may depending on the weather. The route goes to and from Aurora on 1-225, 1-25, US 6 and |-70. The total ride is 173 miles with
mountain scenery throughout the trip. The trip can be extended with a number of different return routes. The shortest route is 173 miles long. The estimated
ride time is 5-6 hours including shopping and a stop for lunch.

Silverthorne Outlet Shopping Ride With Breckenridge Loop

This ride is a simple first mountain ride of the year. It would be a trip up to Silverthorne to shop, have lunch in Breckenridge on the way home and then a return

home by US 285 and Kenosha Pass. This is a longer mountain ride though beautiful mountain scenery. This a little more difficult mountain ride that anyone can
handle. The route goes to and from Aurora on I-70, SR9 and then US 285 to the Denver area. The route is 211 miles long. The estimated ride time is 5-6 hours
including shopping and lunch.

Poncha Springs Winery Ride
This ride is a simple mountain ride. It would be a trip up to tour a great winery near Poncha Springs, the Mountain Spirit Winery. We would stop in Poncha
Springs for lunch. The route has beautiful mountain and mountain valley scenery throughout. This is a mountain ride anyone can handle on excellent roads,



but it is a long days run. The distance for the ride is 308 miles and the ride would take 7-8 hours including the winery tour and lunch. The route goes to and
from Aurora on 1-225, 1-25, US 285 and US 50. There is a very short ¥ mile section of the ride on an unpaved road, but the road is well maintained leading into
the winery. The route can be extended easily with a different return route through Hartsel and Colorado Springs which increase the travel distance and the time
of the trip. It is estimated the trip would then take 8-9 hours allowing 3 hours for the winery tour, lunch and stops.

Walden i Winter Park Loop i Moose Loop

This ride is a relatively easy mountain ride with a lot of curves, but very good roads. It is a wide loop through the Colorado mountains with lots of beautiful
scenery. This is a great opportunity to improve your mountain curve riding. We would stop in Winter Park for lunch. The route has beautiful mountain and
mountain valley scenery throughout. This is a mountain ride anyone can handle on excellent roads, but it is a long days run. The route goes to and from Aurora
on 1-225, I-70, 1-270, 1-25, Colorado 14, US 40, I-70. There are a lot of curves but the roads are good two lane roads. The distance for the ride is 339 miles

and the ride would take 7-8 hours including stops and lunch.

Estes Park i Hummer - Peak to Peak Loop On Return

This ride is a relatively easy mountain ride on good roads to our Hummer and then back by way of the Peak to Peak route to Aurora. It is a loop home after the
Hummer through the Colorado Mountains with lots of beautiful scenery. The route has beautiful mountain and mountain valley scenery throughout. This is a
mountain ride anyone can handle on excellent roads. The route goes to and from Aurora on 1-225, 1-70, 1-270, 1-25, SR 66, US 34, SR 7, SR 72, SR 119, US 6,
SR 58, I-70, 1-225 and home. There are a lot of fairly gentle curves but the roads are very good two lane roads. . The distance for the ride is 194 miles and the
ride would take 4-5 hours plus the time spent at the Hummer.

Rampart Loop

This ride is a relatively easy mountain ride on good roads with lots of curves. It is a loop through the Colorado Mountains with lots of beautiful scenery. The
route has beautiful mountain scenery throughout. This is a mountain ride anyone can handle but it has quite a few curves. The route goes to and from Aurora
on 1-225, 1-25, US 85, CO 105, I-25, 125, CO 67, US 285 and then home by I-25 and 1-225. There are a lot of fairly gentle curves but the roads are very good
two lane roads. The distance for the ride is 181 miles and the ride would take 5.5-6.5 hours.

Bi shopdéds Castl e

This ride is a relatively easy interstate and mountain ride on good roads with lots of curves. It is a ride to Bishops Castle a very unique creation located west of
Colorado Springs in the national forest. A rather unusual individual has built a stone castle on lands located in the national forest using only simple tools. This
is an amazing place that is well worth seeing. We would travel south to Bishops Castle and then north to Penrose for lunch and then home to Denver. This is a
ride anyone can handle but it is a longer ride. The route goes from Aurora on [-225 and I-25 to the Colorado City exit. We then take SR 165, CR 386, CR 387,
SR 96, SR 67 to Bishops Castle and Penrose and the SR 115 to Colorado Springs, US 85, |-25 and 1-225 back to Aurora. There are some fairly gentle curves
but the roads are very good two lane roads and the scenery is beautiful once we get in the mountains. The distance for the ride is 297 miles and the ride would
take 8-9 hours including lunch and the stop at Bishops Castle.

Bents Fort

This trip to a restored western trading fort of the early 1800s is best taken after June when then the National Park Service has hired historic actors to fill the
roles of the original for people that would have populated such a fort in the 1800s. The fort is located near La Junta, Colorado and presents a look at what it
was like to be an early Colorado trader or soldier. The trip can be shortened by returning on I-25. All the roads to the site are good and it is an easy ride, but

be prepared for hot weather during the summer. The total mileage is about 368 miles as laid out. The trip will take 9-10 hours including lunch and the tour of
the fort.

This ride is a fairly demanding mountain ride that everyone can do if they take it easy. The roads are all paved and the scenery is breathtaking. The short

route is east from Aurora on either 1-225 to 6t or I-225 to I-70 and then north off I-70 over Berthoud Pass and then through Gramby over Trail Ridge Road. This



will cost for an entry fee that needs to be paid to transit the part unless you have a US Parks Pass. We can then stop for lunch in Estes Park and then travel
home by a number of routes. This route assumes a return by the Peak to Peak route. The riding distance is 310 miles with a total travel time of 8-9 hours.

Highway Of Legends

This ride is a long days ride and to accomplish it you do need to use I-25 to get down to the highway and back in a reasonable period of time. The Highway of
Legends is about 80 miles long, but packs a lot of very scenic country into that 80 miles. The Highway of Legends runs through a very geologically active
mining district. There are multiple coal and other mineral mines as well as many small mining towns that are sparsely inhabited. There is a very good
restaurant in Stonewall across from a very interesting geologic structure. There is another very good Mexican food restaurant near La Veta. The roads in the
mountains are curvy and somewhat narrow at the higher elevations but manageable for a less experienced rider if they just take their time through the curves.
The pavement has a lot of tar snakes up on the mountain so caution in the curves is advised in hot weather. The Highway of Legends is a nationally recognized
scenic highway. The total length of the ride is 435 miles as programmed.

Gunnison 1T Aspen Loop

This ride is an aggressive and long mountain ride on good roads with lots of curves and the spectacular Independence Pass. This route has a wide range of
beautiful scenery. There are some fairly gentle curves but the roads are very good two lane roads and the scenery is beautiful once we get in the mountains.
This route could be split into a two day trip that includes the Black Canyon of the Gunnison and would provide for more time for side trips and sightseeing in
Leadville and other places.

We would follow US 285 across the mountains to Poncha Springs, we then turn west on US 50 to Gunnison for lunch, we then turn north on CO 135 through
Redstone and then back through Aspen over Independence Pass and back through Leadville and Climax to [-70 and then home. This is a ride anyone can
handle but it is a long ride. The distance for the ride is 506 miles and the ride would take 11-12 hours to complete including lunch as a single day ride.

As a two day ride it would be about 600-625 miles with about equal miles on each day. The overnight stay could be in Gunnison or Crested Butte.

Gamblers Loop

This ride would an excellent special interest pick-up ride during the riding season. This ride would be a ride to historic Cripple Creek, Colorado which affords a
number of opportunities to have fun including exploring a historic mining town, gambling and beautiful scenery on the way down and back. The ride can be
routed to Cripple Creek and back using a variety of routes. The one pictured is just one of many. The round trip distance is 215 miles. Another variation would
include stops in Central City and Cripple Creek but this ride would be at least 350 miles and would take 12 hours if you allow for at least an hour at each place
to gamble and another hour for lunch.

Fall Color Ride i Peak To Peak

This ride is a relatively easy mountain ride on good roads with lots of curves, other than on Mt. Evans they are pretty gentle. The intent is to see aspen at
multiple elevations to give us the best chance of seeing some beautiful fall color. This is a ride anyone can handle. The route goes from Aurora on 1-225 and |-
70 to the Bergen Park and then up to Echo Lake by CR 66 and CR 103 and then SR70, the Central City Parkway and along the Peak to Peak route to Estes
Park and then home through Lyons then by I-25, 1-270 and then [-225 and home. There are some fairly gentle curves but the roads are very good two lane
roads and the scenery is beautiful. The distance for the ride is 226 miles and the ride would take 6-8 hours including lunch and stops.

Glenwood Springs i US 40 - Trail Ridge Loop i Overnight Ride

This ride envisions a very easy first day ride on I-70 to Glenwood Springs to enjoy the hot springs and the town of Glenwood Springs. The Glenwood Canyon
on a motorcycle is beautiful as are the Western Slope mountains. The next day visualizes a more aggressive ride home on SR 131 through the Western Slope
mountains to a point near Steamboat. We then take US 40 over Rabbit Ears pass, proceeding east on US 40 to Granby and then going home over Trail Ridge
road on US 34, through Estes Park, Lyons and across the plains to US 85 and then home skirting the edges of Denver to avoid the 1-70 and city traffic if the
return is on Sunday. The total distance of the ride is 514 miles, but many of the miles on the second day are over some beautiful but more demanding roads.



There are some bailout points on the return trip where we can return over I-70 if the weather starts to deteriorate and taking the Trail Ridge route is ill advised.

Scottsbluff, NE/Cabela's
This is a run over to Nebraska to Cabela& to see the animal exhibits and to do some shopping. It is a very easy ride. The ride can be done a number of ways with the shortest
route being up 1-76 with a round trip distance of 352 miles. The trip will take 9-10 hours allowing for shopping time and lunch.

Albuquerque Balloon Festival

The fastest route for this ride is down I-25 through Las Vegas, through Glorieta Canyon, past Santa Fe and into Albuquerque. There is beautiful scenery between Las Vegas and
Santa Fe. The Balloon Festival held October 3-5wis a lot of fun, but we can expect hotel rooms to be full and expensive. This route can be varied in many ways, but it is at least
a two to three day trip with 872 miles of riding required to reach Albuquerque and to return.
